A READING FROM THE BOOK OF SECOND KINGS

The king commanded all the people, "Keep the Passover to the Lord your God as prescribed in this book of the
covenant." No such Passover had been kept since the days of the judges who judged Israel, even during all the
days of the kings of Israel and of the kings of Judah; but in the eighteenth year of King Josiah this Passover was
kept to the Lord in Jerusalem. Moreover Josiah put away the mediums, wizards, teraphim, idols, and all the
abominations that were seen in the land of Judah and in Jerusalem, so that he established the words of the law
that were written in the book that priest Hilkiah had found in the house of the Lord. Before him there was no
king like him, who turned to the Lord with all his heart, with all his soul, and with all his might, according to all the
law of Moses; nor did any like him arise after him. In his day Pharaoh Neco king of Egypt went up to the king of
Assyria to the river Euphrates. King Josiah went to meet him; but when Pharach Neco met him at Megiddo, he
killed him. His servants carried him dead in a chariot from Megiddo, brought him to Jerusalem, and buried him in
" his own tomb. 2 KINGS 23: 21-25, 299-30a  (St. Edmund)

high he made captivity itself a captive; he gave gifts to his people." (When it says, "He ascended,"
what does it mean but that he had also descended into the lower parts of the earth? He who
descended is the same one who ascended far above all the heavens, so that he might fill all
things). The gifts he gave were that some would be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists,
some pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the body
of Christ, until all of us come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to
maturity, to the measure of the full stature of Christ. We must no longer be children, tossed to
and fro and blown about by every wind of doctrine, by people's trickery, by their craftiness in
deceitful scheming. But speaking the truth in love, we must grow up in every way into him who
is the head, into Christ, from whom the whole body, joined and knit together by every ligament
with which it is equipped, as each part is working properly, promotes the body's growth in
building itself up in love. EPHESIANS 4: 1-6  (St. Hugh)
